Some people infected
with the mumps virus have either
no signs or symptoms or very mild
ones. When signs and symptoms
develop, they usually appear
about two to three weeks after
exposure to the virus. The
primary sign of mumps is swollen
salivary glands that cause the
cheeks to puff out. Other signs
and symptoms may include:
fever, headache, muscle ache,
firedness and loss of appetite.
There's currently no cure for
mumps, but the infection should
pass within 1 or 2 weeks.
Treatment is used fo
symptoms and includes:
*By getting plenty of bed rest
and fluids.

*By using painkillers prescribed
by the doctor.

*By applying a warm or cool
compress to the swollen glands
to help relieve pain.

The best way to prevent mumps
is to be vaccinated against the
disease. Most people have
immunity to mumps once they're
fully vaccinated. Mostly children
get vaccinated between the
ages of 12 to 15 months.
