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A Personal Chronicle of the Fear

of Losing Someone

How many fears do you have? Can't count? Or are you just not aware of them? So,
what is fear exactly? It's a psychological emotion caused by a feeling of pain or
threat that sparks negative emotions and pessimistic thoughts in an individual's
mind. Therefore, everyone naturally has a fair share of fears. Some people have a
few, while others have many. As we mature, we discover new traits and
experiences that give rise to different kinds of fears in our minds. Common fears
include nyctophobia, the fear of darkness; thanatophobia, the fear of death;
acrophobia, the fear of heights; and the most common fear of all, the fear of losing
someone.

The fear of losing someone you are attached to is prevalent among both humans
and animals. I have harbored this fear ever since I realized the significance of
relatives and close ones in life. However, this fear manifested last year on June
26th, at almost 6:30 p.m., when my mother rushed downstairs with bloodshot
eyes. My aunt and I followed closely behind. Her voice echoed across the entire
house as she wept and cried, "Something happened to Abbu!" It took barely a
minute, and everyone, young or old, burst into tears. All glimmers of hope for our
sick grandfather vanished. Shaking bodies and pounding hearts were evident
everywhere. I tried futilely to comfort my elders while attempting not to break
down. Just 10 minutes passed, and my flickering self-control extinguished like a
lantern. I, too, burst out with grief and sorrow, though no tears came from my
eyes. My heart uttered these words, "He was no more; my grandfather is no
more." The house, once an epitome of joy in his presence, now appeared as an
epitome of grief and despair. Loud cries from my grandfather's siblings drowned
the silence that enveloped my mother and aunts.

The fear enveloped my senses, and tears refused to flow, lingering on the corners
of my eyes. Hugging my grandmother, her withered face evoked a mixture of fear
and shame within me. The fear stemmed from the reality that he was gone, and I
would never hear his soothing voice or see his familiar face again. The shame
emerged from the realization that I wasn't openly mourning the person who had
been there to guide and encourage me during my lowest moments. I felt
overwhelmed by a tidal wave of emotions—fear, numbness, denial, shock, and
grief—each clawing at me from the inside as if tearing me to shreds.

It took me weeks to finally grasp that the dominant emotion I was grappling with
was fear.

Ultimately, I fear
the fact that I didn't express my grief openly, keeping it confined within my
heart, and the concern that he might gradually slip from my memories over time.
This encapsulates my fear of losing someone.

The Woman of Paradise: Hazrat Khadija
(RA)

The first wife of the Prophet (PBUH), Hazrat Khadija bint Khuwaylid (RA),
was born in Mecca in 565 AD into a Quraish merchant family. She inherited
her family’s business when her father was killed during a battle, and she soon
expanded it to the point that caravans gained notoriety from Yemen to
Northern Syria, covering the entire Arabian Peninsula. She was such a skilled
businesswoman that it was said she could trade dust for gold. Despite being
supported and consulted by her brothers and uncles, she was also in charge
of the family's company.

Muslims frequently refer to Khadija as the Mother of Believers; she is one of
the four women in Islam, alongside Hazrat Asia, Hazrat Maryam, and her
daughter Fatima who were given the tidings of Jannah. She and Hazrat
Muhammad (PBUH) were united in monogamous marriage for twenty-five
years.

When the Prophet (PBUH) used to go to meditate in the core of Hira, it was
Hazrat Khadija (RA) who would climb up there to provide him with goods
and necessities. She was the first person to accept Islam as taught by the
Prophet (PBUH).

In 616 AD, the Quraish isolated the Bani Hashmi (the family of the Prophet
(PBUH)), and they took refuge in a valley called Sheeb Abu Talib. Hazrat
Khadija (RA) was there too, and it was her wealth that she donated for Islam
that sustained the Muslims at the time. The siege lasted for three years,
during which they experienced hunger, thirst, and the extremes of the
desert's cold and heat.

Hazrat Khadija made multiple sacrifices for Islam throughout her life. She
always supported Hazrat Muhammad (PBUH) in every aspect of life. It was
her encouragement that helped Muhammad (PBUH) believe in his mission
and spread Islam.

Hazrat Khadija is considered and appreciated for the important role she
played in supporting the Prophet (PBUH). The following Hadith about the
Prophet’s wife can be read:

"Allah granted me no better wife than she. She had faith in my message when
people rejected it. She believed in me when people called me a liar; she
shared her wealth to ease my grief when people abandoned me, and she gave
me, by the grace of Allah, the progeny that no other wife could give me."
She passed away in Ramadan 619 Hijri, ten years after the Prophet Hood. She
was 65 at the time of her death. The year of her death is also declared as the
Year of Sorrow by the Prophet (PBUH), as his uncle and protector also passed
away in the same year. She was buried in the Jannat ul Mualla cemetery in
Mecca, Saudi Arabia. She is still remembered by the Muslim Ummah in
