BILQUIS BANO EIDHI

Bilguis Bano Edhi (August 1947 — 15 April 2022) was a Pakistani Nurse who
helped save the lives of over 16,000 children. During her career as a
nurse and marriage to Abdul Sattar Edhi, she was one of most active
philanthropist in Pakistan. She was the co-chair of the Edhi foundation (a
charity organization that provided many services in Pakistan including a
hospital and emergency service in Karachi). For her contribution she
was awarded the 1986 Ramon Magsaysay Award for public service and
the mother Teresa Memorial International Award for social justice in 2015.
She was also a recipient of Hilal-e-Imtiaz Pakistan, second highest civilian
honor. For her services to the country. She was also referred to as the
“Mother of Pakistan”. Bilquis was born in 1947 in Bantva, India in
present-day state of Gujrat. As a teenager, instead of studying in a
school, she joined a small and expanding dispensary as a nurse in 1965.
At that time, the Edhi home was in the old city area of Karachi known as
Mithadar, where it has been founded in 1951. The dispensary founder,
Abdul Sattar Edhi recruited a number of nurses including Bilquis. Bilquis
Edhi then married Abdul Sattar and remained married until his death on
8th July, 2016. Abdul Sattar Edhi recognized her talent, had her lead the
small nursing department. He had seen her enthusiasm and interest in
her six months training where she had learned the basics healthcare.
Bilquis took over the management of the project in 1952.
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She died on 15 April in Agha khan Hospital due to the congestive heart
failure. Her funeral prayers were offered at New Memon Masjd after
which was buried in Mewa Shah graveyeard. Karachi on 16th April,
2022. The government of Sindh issued an official obituary for her on her
death and announced a day of mourning on 1st April, 2022.
