During the academic session 2025-26, students of Classes Il

fo V actively engaged in hands-on, project-based learning

that strengthened both conceptual understanding and

personal skills.

These included models of the solar

system, phases of the moon, solar and lunar eclipses,

pollination, electric circuits, and the structure of the Earth,

all of which were confidently showcased during the Math Fair and classroom
presentations.
