This happens because certain gases in the atmosphere trap 
the sun’s heat. These heat-trapping gases are known as greenhouse gases, 
and the most common one is carbon dioxide (CO2).
Causes of Global Warming
 Burning fossil fuels, deforestation, industrial activities, and agriculture are the 
main causes of global warming. Burning coal, oil, petrol, and natural gas for 
electricity and transport releases a lot of carbon dioxide (CO2). 
Cutting down trees reduces the Earth’s ability to absorb CO2, which 
increases greenhouse gases. Factories release 
CO2, methane, and other greenhouse gases that 
trap heat. Animals like cows release methane. Rice 
fields also produce methane, and fertilizers emit 
nitrous oxide.
