NEURON
A neuron is a special cell that carries messages in the body. It has three main
parts: the cell body, which controls the cell; dendrites, which receive messages
from other neurons; and the axon, which sends messages to other neurons,
muscles, or glands. The axon is covered with a myelin sheath that helps the
messages travel faster. Neurons work together to control our thoughts,
movements, and senses, making them very important for the nervous system.
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PARTS OF FLOWER

A flower is the reproductive part of a plant, and it has several important parts.
The petals are usually colorful and attract insects for pollination. The sepals are
green leaf-like structures that protect the flower before it blooms. The stamens
are the male parts of the flower, consisting of the anther, which produces
pollen, and the filament, which holds the anther. The carpel or pistil is the
female part, made up of the stigma, style, and ovary, where seeds are formed
after fertilization.
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STRUCTURE OF DNA

DNA (Deoxyribonucleic Acid) is the molecule that carries the genetic
information of all living organisms. It has a double helix structure, which looks
like a twisted ladder. The sides of the ladder are made of sugar and phosphate
molecules, while the rungs are made of nitrogenous bases. There are four
types of bases: Adenine (A), Thymine (T), Cytosine (C), and Guanine (G).
Adenine always pairs with Thymine, and Cytosine pairs with Guanine.

DIGESTIVE SYSTEM

The digestive system is the part of the body that helps break down food so the
body can use it for energy, growth, and repair. It starts from the mouth, where
food is chewed and mixed with saliva. Then it moves down the esophagus into
the stomach, where strong acids and enzymes break it into smaller pieces.
After that, food goes into the small intestine, where nutrients are absorbed
into the blood. The large intestine absorbs water and forms waste, which is
then removed from the body through the rectum and anus. Other organs like
the liver, pancreas, and gallbladder produce substances that help in digestion.
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MODEL OF BRAIN

The brain is the most important organ of the human body. It controls
everything we do, such as thinking, speaking, moving, feeling, and
remembering. The brain works like a powerful computer that sends and

receives messages through nerves. It helps us learn new things and solve
problems. The brain also controls our emotions, like happiness, sadness, and
anger. It is protected by the skull and needs oxygen and healthy food to work
properly. Taking care of our brain by eating healthy food, sleeping well, and
exercising regularly is very important.
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MICROORGANISMS

Microorganisms are very tiny living things that cannot be seen with the naked
eye. They can only be seen with the help of a microscope. Examples of
microorganisms include bacteria, viruses, fungi, and some types of algae. Some
microorganisms are useful, such as those that help in making yogurt and bread,
and those that help decompose waste. However, some microorganisms can
cause diseases in humans, animals, and plants. Microorganisms live
everywhere—in air, water, soil, and even inside our bodies. They play an
important role in nature and in our daily lives.
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WATER CYCLE

The water cycle is the continuous movement of water from the Earth to the sky
and back again. It begins when the sun heats water in rivers, lakes, and oceans,
causing it to change into water vapor. This process is called evaporation. The
water vapor rises into the air and cools down to form tiny droplets, which
create clouds. This step is called condensation. When the clouds become
heavy, the water falls back to the Earth as rain, snow, or hail. This process is

called precipitation. The water then flows into rivers, lakes, and oceans, and
the cycle starts again.
