5. Educational and Social Awareness

Serves as a practical project in schools and universities while spreading
awareness

about innovations for differently-abled individuals.

6. Base for Advanced Technologies

Can be further upgraded with GPS, voice assistance, or loT features, offering a
pathway

to more advanced smart devices for the visually impaired.

Brief outline of working :

1. The battery supplies power to all components when the switch is turned ON.
2. The IR sensor module continuously emits infrared light in front of the stick.
3. When there is no obstacle, the IR light does not reflect back, and the buzzer
remains OFF,
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4. If an obstacle is present, the IR rays bounce back to the sensor.

5. The sensor detects the reflected rays and sends an electrical signal through
the connecting wires.

6. The signal activates the buzzer, producing a sound alert to warn the user.

7. The PVC pipe provides support and acts as the body of the stick, holding all
components together.

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Class 6 Science Practical Activities

The Science Lab of Usman Public School was filled with curiosity and
excitement as the Class 6 students actively participated in engaging practical
experiments. Through hands-on learning and teamwork, they explored
important scientific concepts in a meaningful and enjoyable way.

In one practical session, students performed an activity to observe the
magnetic field. A bar magnet was placed under a sheet of paper, and iron
filings were gently sprinkled on top.
